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The home of Steadman S. and Olive S. Jackson was
built in 1907. The old address was Lynchburg Road.
The address now is 2600 21st St., N.W., Winter Haven.

The home was built out of pine lumber with batten
boards, with hand hewn cypress shingles. On the front
porch at the right hand corner are Mr. Jackson's bee
hives. Notice shutter board windows on upstairs front
windows. This was for protection from storms. Also
10tice the mule and wagon (loaded with cow and horse
.eed) in front of porch.
